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This group of eight students formed Happy Hands as a result of Learn to Sign Week.
The concept for the campaign was initially developed by Braden as a fundraiser for the
British Deaf Organisation. He offered lunchtime lessons in British Sign Language (BSL)
and — assisted by a teacher, Mr Benson, due to the popularity of the initiative, Happy
Hands was formed. This has expanded into a regular group of students who have used
creative learning techniques such as puppetry to teach primary school students and that
teaching BSL is an effective way to promote social inclusivity.
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Sam has been HIV positive since birth but was unaware of his health status until the age
of 11. His older sister is also HIV positive and took the decision to tell her friends, who
were not understanding. Sam therefore chose to conceal his HIV status, but then
learned about Teen Spirit — a programme run by Body & Soul for teenagers who are
HIV positive. He immediately — and on his own initiative — took on the role of mentor for
younger children in the same situation. Over the next four years he has continued to be
a mentor, planned and run workshops at conferences for young people with HIV, and
provided advisory support on disclosure and social stigma. He also actively raises
awareness about the issues of exclusion for people who are HIV positive whilst
maintaining his anonymity.

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Danny participated in a two-day training programme with Stonewall for young people
wanting to campaign on lesbian, gay or bisexual (LGB) issues and support for victims of
homophobic bullying. As a peer mentor at his school, he requested that LGB issues be
incorporated into the mentoring programme. He was successful in single-handedly
implementing a workshop for other peer mentors and approached two other local
schools to do the same. He has since conducted the workshops as part of the year 11
PSHE lessons so that all students participate. He was asked to speak at a Mentoring &
Befriending Foundation conference and was approached by various teachers and youth
organisations who wanted to establish a similar programme. Danny has since spoken at
a Stonewall conference for 150 LGB young people and has produced a short film
documentary on LGB issues that he uses as part of his training sessions. He is
passionate about providing a sustainable model for support for young LGB people and
raising awareness of the issues and will continue to campaign on this at university and
provide support to local schools.
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Arthur and Harry, aged 14-15, from Dover Grammar School for Boys are both active and
dedicated campaigners. Harry has been campaigning for Fair-trade awareness since
2008 and Arthur has been involved with Amnesty and campaigning for human rights
since 2006. Arthur’s years of campaigning for Amnesty have helped to raise more than
£1,500 for the cause, he regularly plans and delivers workshops on human rights for his
peers and primary school students and he is a member of the national Amnesty Youth
Advisory Group. Harry is a certified fair-trade supplier and runs stalls in his teachers
lounge and in the Dover magistrates court and he is a member of the Dover fair-trade
steering committee. Everything he sells he purchases with his own money and he
distributes leaflets for people to purchase items throughout Ashford and Dover. Like
Arthur, he has also planned and delivered workshops on what fair-trade means to raise
awareness. Both of the boys are passionate about their causes and are keen to
continue to raise awareness and make a difference, even after they leave school to
attend university.

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The Youth Scrutiny Committee is formed of 14 people as a new pilot project in south
Essex. The group has consulted 1,600 young people across the region and facilitated a
Scrutiny Day for 160 local school students to find out what the key issues are for young
people. The issue that received the most votes was bullying. The group — which is the
first in the county — has written 11 key recommendations and presented these to Essex
County Council. They have also produced a film. This photograph was taken of the
group at Essex Gay Pride prior to their consultation of young people in south Essex.
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Ryan is in Herbs And Dragonflies which is a Leeds based youth volunteering group who
do a variety of environmental and eco projects. They run programmes and events to
teach people in the local area about gardening and the environment. They also regularly
add ideas to their website about growing plants and film video tips for it as well. The
photography Ryan took is of a snail climbing up a wall and for him it represents the need
for people to get to know and be curious about wildlife and nature and not be afraid of it.

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This group from Bellahouston Academy in Glasgow are looking to create a safe
Saturday zone for young people in south west Glasgow. The campaign aims to provide
a social hub for young people and to reduce anti-social behaviour that emerges as a
result of boredom. The group is looking for a venue and to run a pilot project to establish
how many young people are interested in participating in the project.
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This group from Peterhead Academy want to revive the school radio station, which has
not been used in some time. They are looking to promote a positive image of the school
and generate pride in the local area.
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This group of students from Kings Park Secondary School in Glasgow want to run a
campaign to enhance inter-generational relations between young people and older
people in their local community. They are looking to organise a tea party for people of all
